The picturesque effect gives the
impression that an original stone structure lies within the larger envelope of
a newer house, [n addition, traditional structural timber trusses in the main
building support what is otherwise a thoroughly modern, comfortable fam-
ily home. “They liked the idea of the ‘evolved house, and that stayed true

through the whole process,” says Galambos.

The clients, both professionals with teenaged children, liked the idea of
incorporating older elements, such as the reclaimed exterior gray and red
barn wood, for the main structure and the garage structure. The third build-
ing that makes up the house is affectionately called the “chicken coop” by
the architects.
